Plumbing and

Sanitation

Keeping towns and forts clean through drainage and access to fresh water
was o new concept to Britain. At the root of sanitation was the great
engineering w.orks of the Romans, with oqueducts hringing water in and

Tow.rns

Large settlements existed in Britain before the Romans arrived, hut they
were the first to introduce significant ‘towns .and administrative centres,
which were planned out.

Architecture

From military structures such .as forts .and walls to engineering feats such
as haths and .agqueducts, the most obvious impact of the Romans that can
still be seen today is their bhuildings. Most bhuildings in Lron Age Britain
were made .of timber and were often round in form. The Romans bhuilt in
stone, in straight lines.

Roads

Enveryone knows the secret to a Roman road - huild wide .and straight,
often with paved streets. Constructing reliable transport routes w.as a

necessity of such an expansive empire, and .a huge upgrode on the
primitive routes that came hefore in Britain.

Owr Calendar

The Julian calendar was the first to consist of 365 days, along with a
leap year every four yeors. It forms the bhasis of the Gregorian calendar
we use today. The names of the months derive from Roman imonths,
reflecting the important Roman impact on owr modern diaries. This is .most
obwvious for July and August, which are named after the early rulers
Julivs Caesar .and Emperor Augustus.

Caurrency

Although some of the tribes in the South of England produced coins hefore
the Romans arrived, it wos not used as currency, to purchase things. The
Romans hrought in their own coinage, which was the same .across the

Empire.

Agqueducts

Huge arched bridges, which brought the water down from the rivers in the
hills to the people in tow.n.

Key Places

Hadriarls Wall

A Roman built wall stretching 73 .miles from coast to coast.

R.oman haths

Built around natural hot springs in the |lst century, the Roman Baths remain
a remarkably well-preserved remnant of Roman Britain.

Known as Corinium Oobunnorum ot the time of the Roman Empire, the
Cotswold town of Cirencester was .once the second largest Roman settlement
in Britain.
